Hmmm...I hope I am not forgetting 

anything…  It is easy to get caught up in the business of the holidays but let us not forget what is most 

important this Thanksgiving, Jesus. 

1) Remember in Luke 17:11-18 the one who was thankful 

came back and “glorified God with a loud voice, and fell on 

his face.”  Give glory to God.  Let your thankfulness be 

known in humility.   

2) In Colossians 3:16 we are shown another kind of thankful-

ness. It is an internal kind of thanksgiving. “Let the word of 

Christ richly dwell within you, with all wisdom teaching and 

admonishing one another with psalms and hymns and spiri-

tual songs, singing with thankfulness in your hearts to God.” 

Get in the Word and have it become part of you. 

3) Hebrews 12:28 “Therefore, since we receive a kingdom 

which cannot be shaken, let us show, gratitude by which we 

may offer to God an acceptable service with reverence and 

awe;”  Of course, witnessing is one service we can always do 

for God.
